What is the Humble ISD Education Foundation?

The Humble ISD Education Foundation is a nonprofit 501(c)3 community-based foundation that raises money to enrich the edu-
cational experience of students in the Humble Independent School District. It pays for programs, equipment and supplies that
fall beyond state or district budgets. The primary mission of the Humble ISD Education Foundation is the Innovative Education
Grants. When an educator has an inventive idea, but the budget prevents him or her from acting on it, the Humble ISD Education

Foundation steps in and makes educational dreams a reality.

Are my donations tax exempt?

Yes. The Humble ISD Education Foundation is a Texas non-profit corporation. It is tax-exempt under Section 501(c)3 of the Inter-

nal Revenue Code. All donations are tax-deductible to the full extent allowed by law.

Why should [ give to something that supports the whole district, rather than just my child’s school?

While a gift to the Humble ISD Education Foundation need not be your first or largest gift, it should be one you budget for when
planning charitable giving. Our schools are interdependent on one another as teachers are trained together and curriculum is

adopted at the district level. A strong district makes your school even stronger. Making a gift to the Humble ISD Education Foun-
dation ensures that all teachers with innovative ideas are able to implement them in their classrooms. Again, strong schools build

strong communities—and we are ALL part of the same community.

How do I know the District is using Education Foundation funds for their intended purpose?

Humble ISD Education Foundation does not write a blank check to the District. Instead, it makes a commitment to fund certain
grants and programs as determined by a grant selection committee and based on the recommendations of the superintendent,

the curriculum office, and a vote of the Foundation board. These grants, and their costs, are detailed on the website.

Donors
are so inspired when they see that not only are teachers applying for Innovative Education Grants, making wish lists and work-
ing directly with us on designated grants, but they are also supporting the Humble ISD Education Foundation themselves.
